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Discuss how Typee and Redburn display two of Melville's thematic conflicts. In one we encounter humanity seen across the Pacific in a pre-historic state of pleasurable nature and, in the other, humanity across the Atlantic in the context of European culture and history. To show the quality of your reading, discuss how these conflicts are presented and developed in the narrator's comments – often seen as the conclusions of paragraphs. To support your cases, use as evidence brief actual passages quoted from in the text, citing both page and chapter numbers within parentheses within the running text [e.g. serving "strange food" (T, Ch 27, 251) to visitors...]). Do not paraphrase common knowledge, write plot summaries, or repeat encyclopedia entries.
